Introductory Notes 
· For the purposes of these instructions, the “primary” portion of the cite refers to the first line of the cite, which is bolded, and is the portion you typically would read aloud in the debate. The “secondary” portion of the cite is the second line of the cite, which is in parenthesis, which you would typically NOT read in the debate.

· For all dates, if the issue is time sensitive, you should include the FULL date in the primary (bolded) portion of the cite (e.g. 6-29-08)

· For all authors, if they have a middle initial or “Jr.” or “IV” in their name, INCLUDE it in the secondary (parenthetical) portion of the cite – that way you can distinguish your author from other authors with the same first and last name.

· When an author has multiple current qualifications, you should pick the primary one that is most relevant to the evidence being used, and include it in the primary (bolded) portion of the cite – you can copy the other qualifications into the secondary (parenthetical) portion of the cite.

Format (if a staff writer):


Last name, Publication, Year 
(“Article Title,” Rest of date, page #, your initials). 

Sommer, New York Times, 6-29-8
(Jeff, “Energy Prices Surge, and Stocks Fall Again, New York Times, p. BU 9, AFB)
Format (if “un-authored” editorial):


Publication, editorial, Year 
(“Article Title,” Rest of date, page #, your initials). 

New York Times, editorial, 6-29-8

(“Oil and Inflation” p. WK 9, AFB)

Government Document (Congressional hearings, testimony)
Last Name, Qualifications, Year 
(First name, Publication, “Title of hearing,” Rest of date, Y4 number, page #, your initials).

Note: 

The Y4 number is the Library of Congress call number that is on all government documents.  It is essential for looking up government documents that are not on Lexis.

Notes:  

1. Not all of the source information will always be available for internet sources.  Make sure that you put down as much as possible.  Also, for the date, make sure that you put down the date of when the information was published, NOT the date that it was a) added to the web page or b) printed out by you. You should ALSO include the date you accessed it at the very end.

2. If there is no information available on the author or group sponsoring the page, it might mean that the web page is not very qualified and you should be wary of the evidence. 
3. For non-databases, always use the FULL URL – in the example above, it SHOULD BE:

http://www.indiancountry.com/content.cfm?id=1096417367

NOT: 

http://www.indiancountry.com
4. When using databases, the URL for your search result is relatively useless. For example, if you do a Lexis search, click on a result, and then copy the link in the URL box at the top of your page, that won’t really help – it is not the permanent/stable URL for that source. This URL is a unique product of the exact search you did, so it typically will not work for anyone else. Instead, be sure to copy the full cite information for that particular article (like the pages, volume #, etc.). You should also put the database used in the search in your secondary (parenthetical) cite information.
