Myths of the K
-whoever understands the literature better will win

-more cards are always better

-you should always read one off

-you should make it as mystifying as possible in the 1nc

-the alt, like, starts a movement, man

Missed Opportunities (or why being a versatile debater rules)
-1ac is a 3 min aff and 5 minutes of framework

-1ac is 3 min aff and 5 min answers to Heidegger

Tips & Tricks
1. Specific link arguments, or why its easier to win on the neg if you beat the aff you’re debating….

2. Defeating permutations by making the 1ar want to quit
3. Making the most of your impact arguments - 

A. K turns the case

B. Alternative solves the case so you only have to win a risk of a link/impact to win.
C. External impact 

4. Be above the impact turn – how to win without having to beat all the turns
5. How to choose which alternative to read – do nothing vs rethinking vs opening space vs revolutions vs. some other crazy K thing we came up with before the debate…..
6. Fight the Fiat – how to use framework to make the aff sad

7. Translation – making your argument fit your audience

8.  Identifying the best aff arguments, dealing within hidden & late breaking aff arguments 
9. Dividing the neg block – even without a one off strategy, you need to consider this strategically
10. Approaching the 2nr - making the most of your last chance to be awesome
