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What is a Disadvantage?

A structured argument that shows the negative effects of doing the plan. Usually, a disad brings up an issue that the affirmative has not yet mentioned. This is the most basic way for the negative team says change is bad.

There are two basic types of DA’s: DA’s that link to the plan action itself and disadvantages that link to solvency.

Parts of a Disadvantage: Uniqueness, Link, Impact
Uniqueness- Why this is not a problem

Link- What the affirmative does that changes the status quo and causes something bad to happen. Can have multiple steps called internal links.

Impact- The bad result of causing the link to happen. Should be as big as possible.
