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Basic Idea: The Executive Order (sometimes called XO for flowing sake) is a law that the president issues unilaterally, usually establishing a policy through one of the executive agencies. The key for debate purposes is only the president has to act.

Strategic Advantages: Same as any agent cp- takes the focus away from the plan mechanisms and places them on the passage process, something the aff usually does not have a good built in defense.
How it Solves:

Mayer 2001:

“They are presidential edicts, legal instruments that create or modify laws, procedures, and policy by fiat.”

Works great against affs that require a change in an executive agency policy. 

Can also solve court overturn cases by having the president refuse to enforce unconstitutional policies.

Examples of social service executive orders:
Establishment of the President's Advisory Council for Faith-Based and Neighborhood Partnerships
Establishment of USA Freedom Corps

Net Benefits:

Politics, Presidential Powers, Budgets
Making it competitive:

1. The Plan says Congress or the Court in it.

2. Topicality:  Some phrase in the resolution that equates with legislative or judicial action.
