A2: K’s of T (it’s not a genocide)
What is a kritik of T? 

· “Topicality keeps me from talking about ‘x’”

· “The Nazis had limits; therefore, you’re a Nazi”

· “Forcing me to be the government sacrifices my agency”
· “You’re trying to secure the topic; you’re labeling us as a threat”

Broad perspectives of topicality
-All conversations have limits. 
-A single debate can’t possibly cover every issue.
-Debate is not like Weimar Germany (i.e. you can’t get genocided by debate).
-The government has its hands in all types of things that involve your agency.
-The impact to topicality isn’t “you destroy debate” or even that you threaten it; it’s that 
debate would be better without ‘x’.
-Debate’s a game; rules make games better. The ping-pong analogy
The devil is in the details

-There’s a topical version of your K aff (we include you)
-A lot of these args are better as neg ground

-The Nazis wore pants
-All choices represent limits

-You don’t have agency over many things you may need to share your input on
