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· The Setup: The 1NC 

· Make sure that there are multiple strategies in the 1nc

· These include but are not limited to: CP/DA, K/Case, T, DA/Case, or CP/Case in some rare cases the CP or the K may be sufficent as a stand-alone strategies—Condition CP’s, Consult CP’s, and K’s that have overarching framing arguments 

· Choose at least 3 of these strategies 

· Cross-Examination 

· Never be afraid to take some prep before the Cross-Examination of the 2ac—this way the 1nr can start setting up their speech and your speech in the cross ex.  This way the 2n can concentrate on prepping their 2nc and not focus on tag teaming during cross ex 

· SPLIT THE BLOCK

· Some general tips for the block 

· the general who wins a battle makes many calculations in his temple ere the battle is fought. The general who loses a battle makes but few calculations beforehand. Thus do many calculations lead to victory, and few calculations to defeat: how much more no calculation at all! It is by attention to this point that I can foresee who is likely to w in or lose.

· John Wooden out it simply, Failing to prepare is preparing to fail. 

· Seeming to be wise, they were in fact foolish—Romans 1:22 

· Avoid Hubris—

· Never underestimate the aff, for they are liars. Especially the 2ar.

· Always attack—even when being attacked –attack

· The objective is to hold them underwater until they stop kicking (metaphorically speaking of course) 

· The 2nc 

· Make sure to take a strategy in the 2nc—that means that you will need to  take case and a da or the cp and case 

· Blocks are your friend 

· Think of every argument that you would make and then second line it—then ask around. Ask other 2ac’s what they might say and frontline that. Most debates are won before you ever step into the room. 

· Rewrite your blocks by incorporating judges comments into them.  

· The 2nc cont’d 

· Decide what you are going to kick out of and do that at the top of the speech 

· Keep the overviews to a minimum. 

· Do the impact calc on the line by line where it goes 

· Probability-on the link debate 

· Time frame-on the internal link debate 

· Magnitude-on the impact debate 

· 2nc cont’d 

· To spread or not to spread?  This is always the question….

· Depth over Breadth 

· Spread the 1ar vertically not horizontally—too much liability—they will just impact turn all the DA’s and make the 2nr even harder

· Read new arguments (Lxs, internals, MPXs, and UQ)

· Not if they drop the DA but if there are args answer them with cards  

· 2nc/1nr 

· Kicking out of the DA 

· Never, Never, Never, extend their UQ—ever 

· Use you UQ to take out their link turns 

· Always give the aff and out, construct the DA without and internal link if you decide to go for it you would read it any way 

· Get through what you say you are going to get through—speech time allocation is critical 

· If you do not get through everything you say you will then take 15 seconds of prep after the 2nc BEFORE the cross ex and tell the 1nr what they have to take.  Give them the 3 minutes of cross ex to prep. 

· The 1nr—such losers 

· Most aff think that the 1 nr is on the ignore list.

· 1ar’s don’t flow the 1nr 

· 2ac’s look for 1ar evidence 

· Don’t let their hubris go unpunished 

· The 1nr cont’d 

· Never ever take prep time for the 1nr 

· Take a winning strategy 

· Parse through their theory args and make sure there are no hidden voters or rvi’s or anything else 

· Make decisions strategically 

· Give the 2nr a round winner 

· T, case and da, the Da/cp (take one) 

· Overviews—no—get to work!

· 1nr cont’d 

· Develop a winning position in the 1nr --Often this means they will need to take a good chunk of prep-time to figure out how they are going address those arguments. 

· Consider putting topicality and procedural arguments that don’t take much time to develop but can be tricky to answer in the 1NR also can make the 1AR’s life difficult.

· Clean up 

· The 2nc counterplan is a dangerous bedfellow 

· Predict the 1ar 

· Set up the 2nr 

· A note on the K 

· 2nc/1nr is about developing the links and the framing

· 2nr about the alternative
