The 2nr:
Psychology of the 2N:
-You’re in control

-Even if, because

Before the Debate:

-Provide yourself with multiple strategies

-Plan the division in the block

-Be familiar with your files

Prep Time:

-Start your prep time by deciding with your partner what you are going to go for – choose wisely
-Predict everything

-Set aside time at the beginning or end of the prep time to talk to your partner

-Divide responsibilities for preparing some of the stuff for the 2nr

-Identify any place where you could lose

During the speech:

-Tell the judge how you win: what is the strategy you are taking to win the debate?
-Impact framing – you must, must, must compare your impact arguments to the other teams impact

-Structure: Start with kick outs, win your offense, do the rest of the pages

-Kick out of the arguments you are not going for at the top of the speech – how do you kick out of things?

-Cover EVERY 2AC argument that the 1AR extended

-The last argument you should make to every 2AC argument is “Even if they win this argument, we win because”

-Cover every new argument the 1AR made

-Be prepared to explain what arguments are new, why that’s bad, why the 2nr should be protected against 2AR new arguments

-CP – make sure you tell the judge what to do with it if you lose it
Ways to make the 2NR easier:

-Flow the 2NC on your arguments in the 2NR column – this will help you always know what you said

-Star important arguments
-Make sure you cover theory well and identify what are the offensive/defensive arguments you made that control the debate

-Partner is writing some arguments out

-Get all of the evidence from the other team right after the 1AR finishes

-Don’t tip your hand for what argument you are going for

-Flow the 1NR well – don’t be a 2N that only goes for your own argument

-Give yourself options in the block

-Seriously, kick out of arguments
