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What to do when you have no idea what their kritik says

(We’ll talk about each of these ten things and you should take notes below each bullet item)

1.  Do not get frustrated

2.  Do not assume that it makes sense to anyone

3.  Read their evidence

4.  Use Cross-Examination well

5.  Attack the alternative – figure out, at least, what it is not.

6.  Maxim: Either the alternative is not competitive with the affirmative or it cannot solve the advantage.

7.  Be “loose” with your 2AC offense.  Use the 1AR to fasten that offense to the K.

8.  Use theory to protect yourself and create wiggle-room for permutations.
9.  Have generic permutation solvency that fits the “we link – that’s good” mold.

10.  Control the ethos of the debate – this necessitates staying calm.
