· Proves the Aff Plan is undesirable

· Argues there are negative consequences to adopting the Affirmative’s plan

· Explains how the Costs of voting affirmative outhweigh the benefits 
· Parts of a disadvantage

· Uniqueness- proof that the disadvantage is not happening now (like AFF’s inherency); current situation

· Link- the part of the plan that triggers the action

· Internal Link- the connections the link to the impact

· Impact-The negative result

· When /How to Run a disadvantage:

· Write an overview (brief explanation of the argument that explains all the parts)

· Consider the Affirmatives that you would use this disadvantage against

· Consider the impact of the disad—to help you outweigh the benefits of the affirmative

· Present the disadvantage in the 1NC

· Discuss ALL parts of a Disadvantage when refuting the Affirmative responses
· Putting the “O” in DR.MO (Deny, Reverse, Minimize, Outweigh)

· Use the disad to outweigh the affirmative, this is done by talking about the impact to the disad & using MR. T
