3. The template
F2 – Remove Returns (So when you cut a PDF and it double spaces the document) 
F3 – Default settings
F4 – Normal 
F5 – Card 
F6 – Tag 
(   ) EX: I’m the tag of a card
I’m the text of a card. 
F7 – Block Title (Goes at the top of the page) 
Block Title 
F8 – Citation
F9 – Underline 
(Highlight the text of the card and then f9 portions that you want to underline) 
F10 – Emphasis 
(If you find a portion of your ev that is thebomb.com you should use this **seriously, no one likes an overemphasizer. Use sparingly.) 
F11 – Hat (These are things to section off different sets of your files, UQ/Link/Impact)
F12 – Highlight 
This function highlights evidence – this is mostly for personal use for when we start debates and shouldn’t be in the pre-camp files that you turn out. 

4. Macros and set up for paperless –
